When it has required the legal entity which has been 

registered under Indian Trust Act (Regd . No. 3/99) and Income Tax Act  Sec 12-A and 

by FC(R) Act by M inistry of Home  Affairs, Govt. of India. Since of its inception RDO, 

has working for the empowerment of the downtrodden poorest. Our organization 

RDO is lead by women and it has the stirring point of dedication as such, whoever it 

may be, having confidence and an ambition to work hard access to success in their 

goal. As such RDO has enhancing its programmes to empower our target people 

through awareness generation and income generational education and trainings.  

PROJECT AREA DESCRIPTION:  

 

Our organization RDO has its head office at Arimalam , in Pudukkottai District. 

Basically the district Pudukkottai is a drought prone area and having covered its east 

side by the Bay of Bengal. Our Organization has adopted the blocks of Arimalam  and 

Aranthangi , both are Prone to drought areas and the lands are cultivated only 

seasonal crops based on rain water. And the blocks Avudaiyarkovil  and 

Manamelkudi  are the coastal areas. By which the district is economically poor and the 

majority of its population are daily wage earners. Most of the youth people are 

migrated from their native villages to other industrially developed areas of Thirupur, 

Coimbatore, Karur and Trichy and also from  some other states & districts. The people 

locally residing are depending agricultural, Brick manufacturing industrie s. The 

coastal areas of Avudaiyarkovil and Manamelkudi are highly hit by Tsunami by the 

year 2004.  In these areas RDO has been working and promoting numerous women's 

SHGs and the welfare of children.  Now, RDO is working in Thirumayam, 

Ponnamaravathy  and Alan gudi Taluks by Childline project1098. As well as, we 



serviced the people who are all really affected by over flood in Kurunjipadi block of 

Cuddalore District in the mont h of Nov. and Dec. 2016. And also we are very much 

eager to provide a skill training programm es to them from upcoming month June'2016 

onwards. Above all we are also enhancing our service area to Sivagangai district, 

especially Sakkot tai and Thiruppathur  blocks by the new project called "The Hunger 

Project"  by upcoming year onwards . Main motto of this project is to SWEEP - 

"Strengthening Women's Empowerment through Electoral Process".  

OBJECTIVES OF RDO:

In this camp approximately more than 100 people has been benefitted 

by testing their eyes. In this eleven members has been recommended for free 

operation and six members has been delivered free optical.

 Even though they are in most vulnerable followed by the  children due to the 

social, custom, culture and various community , traditional systems dominated by the 

male and they couldn't express even their views and ideas even in their family.  

 Even though they have worked more than a male they have receive low wages. 

Because they have controlled by the communual based systems and most of the 

women population are not having proper skill trainings and improved knowledge, 

self confidence and they are mostly depending others of the male community such as, 

in childhood  their father, after marriage her husband, in the aged period their son and 

or son-in-laws etc,. 

 So, our organization RDO since of its inception believed that "Women 

empowerment is the basic foundation to empower their family, the community and 

gradually the Nation"  - A statement of Mahatma Gandhi.  

 So, we have promote and maintaining more than 600 women SHGs in our 

working areas in Pudukkottai district.  

 During this repo rting period, our organiz ation RDO has enhanced various 

training programmes along with  various Government departments to ensure the 

women's empowerment, self confidence and non-dependency of others for their 

livelihood.

Embroidering trainings for 30 women/girls  for the 

duration of 13days. This has enhanced to ensure their 

employment in private, commercial and individually 

with an amb ition to bring out them from 

unemployment.  

This MEDP training has given only to the SHG women 

and girls. The Assistant General Manager  of NABARD 

Mr.Somasundaram  and Manager of Syndicate bank  of 

Thanjure branch were inaugurated this training 

programme.  

                   This training programme yields the confident 

between the women to do self employment. There are so 

many self entrepreneurs has been build and running the 

business successfully with the help of bank loans as well 

as SHG's internal lending . 

 

 

SJSRY SKILL TRAINING  PROGRAMMES : 

 During the  month of April - May '2015, under 

this SJSRY scheme the Town Panchayat girls belongs 

Arimalam, have been given Tailoring and Computer 

trainings for 80 + 80 women/girls for the duration of 

2 months. This has enhanced to ensure their 

employment in private, commercial and industrial 

sectors with an ambition to bring out them from un 

employment. This SJSRY training has given only to 

the urban women and girls. The Executive offic er of 

Town Panchayat Administration Mr.Veerapandian  and Mr.Mariappan,  President of 

Arimalam Town Panchayat were inaugurated the training programme.  

 

 

 



JOB FAIR: 

                                 We are offering Skill training (especially tailoring ) for wome n 

regularly at Arimalam  Block, where thousand and above are benefitted already. For 

those women we have conducted JOB FAIR associated with the company called 

TRIUMPH which is located at Singaperumal koil at Chengalpattu Dist. The HR person 

named Ms.Sudha Raghunanthan  has conducted the interviews and given placement 

for the people hundred and above .  

                           They are placed along with food and accomodation. It was very useful 

for women to support their families as well as them.  Still the above mentioned 

company is very eager to give job placements for some more women and Girls. The 

process is going on, planning to conduct few more Job Fairs. 

 

SHG's WOMEN AWARENESS TRAININGS:   

 

 During this reporting period the SHG's 

women in various Panchayats in the 3 Taluks there 

we are enhancing the Childline -1098 programme 

are given awareness education training on child 

abuse, girl children's education and importance, 

drawbacks of school dropouts, early child 

marriage, child labour and other child related issues as well as the prevalence of 

STI/HIV/AIDS  and prevention methods are exposed through by our own interests.  

 

HEALTH AWARENESS PROGRAMME:  

 

 The Antenatal and Postnatal mothers and the Mother's of our VIBHA -RDO 

center's children and RSTC center's children are given this awareness education on 

proper immunization, periodical health check -up, prevention of anemia, nutritional 

locally available food culture, proper health care of children an d new born, home 

based hygiene, seasonal inflectional diseases and prevention etc., and drinking water 

and sanitation are also exposed to the mothers. 

 

WORLD AIDS DAY OBSERVATION:  

 

 On 1st December 2015 our Organization has observed the world Aids day at 

Arimalam. On this day our staff team had been distributed thousands of 

handbills/notices to the passengers at the bus stand, auto drivers, posters in the 

markets and lorry drivers etc., with an ambition to educate the public to undertake 

disciplinary sex behavior, prevention of multiple sex partner behavior and rescue/ 

prevent them from the disease HIV/AIDS infection.  When we doing this program at 



Arimalam RDO training centre, most of the SHG members were participated and 

benefited. 

 

WORLD WOMEN's DAY:  

 

 To ensure the women's human rights and moti vate our SHG's women our 

organization has celebrates the women's day on March 8th at Arimalam. Nearly 500 

women are participated in the function. We have conducted various competitions for 

the women such as Rangoli, oratory, singing, dancing, mono acting, plays, games, 

musical chair etc., at the last, the Chairman of Arimalam Panchayat union 

Mr.Ganesan  and Town Panchayat President Mr. Mariappan  has distributed the prizes 

to the winner women and complementary prizes are also distributed to all the 

participated women in the competitions.  

  The local Panchayatraj leaders, the board of trustees of RDO are 

participated. The Project Director  Mr.Kuland aivelu has given about the women's 

human rights and need of their active participation in social activities and concluded 

the function  with the vote of thanks by Mrs.Vasantha bharathi.

VIBHA - RDO EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMME:      

 

 The educational programme is one of our 

organization's  precious programmes. It has been 

financially and technically supported by VIBHA 

foundation, USA. Through by this programme we have 

nurturing 2 to 5years old children of widow, destitute 

and deprived rural poor families. Since 2007 RDO has 

been enhancing this programme in ten highly remo te villages of Arimalam, 

Thiruvarankulam  and Annavasal blocks of Pudukkottai District from  2014 onwards.  

 

The mai n object ives of this programme are:   

ü "To taken care of the children in the day time 

to facilitate  their mother's day time wage 

earning works without child care burdens".  

ü To nurture good habits, and ensure the 

children's all round development of social, 

physical, psychological, numerical, language 

and psycho - motor development in on play 

way method of education and bring them to become a socially responsible and 

respectable persons in future for the whole human community and all the 

living beings.  

ü To procure their behavior and motivate psychologically for further study 

.Based on this objectives we have implementing this programme the special 

features, effects/strategies of this programme are as follows: 

 

METHODOLOGY OF EDUCAT ION:  

The methodology of this educational programme is fully on play way 

according to the children's age, learning and exposing capacities. To ensure this 

programme to be fruit ful we have adopt puzzle arrangements, alphabet 

arrangements, simple numerical teachings, rhymes, stories etc.,  

 

STORY TELLING:  

 The moral stories are not a process of time passing but they are build a man's  

moral  behavior, Personality, Responsibility ,  Reliability , Reality, Social ability , 

Mentality,  and bring out them from Inferiority. When  we have sowing  the good and 

sweet seeds in the children's mind at the early childhood period in future we have to 



harvest only the sweet fruits of humanity from  them. So, we have regularized the 

story telli ng as a compulsory session for half an hour in a day. 

SHORT FILM AND ANIMATION PICTURE SHOWS:  

 To improve the children's learning knowledge and skills we have implementing 

this short film show programme related to moral stories and behaviors, with animals 

and birds like cartoon network picture and animation picture shows related with 

rhymes and songs etc., once in a day in every month through LCD  projector. By which, 

the children are highly interested to learn various morals and behave as such like.  The 

visual education is easily understandable by children rather than theoretical 

education. They have easily memorized  the rhymes and repeat them at any time when 

we ask and really they are enjoying this kind of reading.  

MEDICAL CH ECK UP CAMPS: 

"A  SOUND MIND CAN ALIVE ONLY IN A SOUND BODY".  

 Based on this concept we are providing a 

"WELL BALANCED NUTRITIOUS NOON MEAL" to the 

children . As well as we are conducting the free 

medical health check - up camps once in 3 months in 

all the 10 centers. During that  time the needy 

children are provided by required clinical ailment services. This medical checkup 

camps not only cater our children's physical needs but also extended to the antenatal, 

post natal mothers and the aged persons and needy people of the villages and 

required persons are referred to nearest Government hospitals.  

PARENTS TEACHERS ASSOCIATION MEETINGS (PTA):     

 In all our 10 VIBHA  - RDO  educational 

programme implementing villages we have 

established the PTA's and conducting the meetings 

once in 3 months. During the meetings we have 

exposed the children's physical, psychological and 

educational developments to their parents and came 

to know the children's behaviors at home and community level.  Also, these PTA 

meetings are the basic foundation to establish a good rapport with the family and 

community and facilitate  the further study situation of the children. The needed 

parents/mothers are given proper counseling and guidance and extended required 



support and liaison services for their income generation and solve their family crisis/ 

problems.  

REFRESHER TRAINING TO STAFF:                  

 To equip the VIBHA - RDO educational centre teachers on new teaching 

ideology and techniques, observation skills of 

children's behaviors and analyze their needs. We 

have conducted the refresher training s once in 6 

months for 2 days along with the care takers and Co 

- Ordinators . In addition with this every month we 

are providing training s during the time of review 

meetings. 

SUPPLEMENTARY NUTRITION:   

 During this reporting period the VI BHA  Foundation providing supplementary  

nutrition of Milk with Palm Sugar to 125 children  of five centres . And we are 

planning to provide this nutrition to 250 children of ten centres  from upcoming year 

April'2016 onwards.  This has yield a good result that, the children are become more 

active on their studies, plays and games. Also we have exposed the parents about the 

medicinal characteristics of palm sugar. Then the public are also began to use palm 

sugar at the home based drinks preparation and the poor parents prepare black tea 

with palm sugar even without milk t o their children.  

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES:   

       We are also concentrating to develop 

extracurricular activities of the children. And we 

implemented by conducting the sports like running, 

frog race,  sock race, lemon and spoon, snake race and 

etc. As well as we conducted moral developing games 

like picture, numbers, Alphabets id entification , 

Rhymes, storytelling  and etc. And we appreciated the children with special gifts who 

are all done very well. As well as we encourage all the children who are all 

participated with compliments .  

 



SSA PROGRAMME:                                             

 Residential Special Training Center -RSTC:  

 This programme is sponsored by the Ministry of 

Human Resource Development, Government of India and 

monitored the District's Sarva Shiksha Abiyan -SSA 

department. This programme extended the services to the 

children between 6 to 14 years of dropouts and never 

enrolled. This well equipped centre has been functioning 

at Arimalam an d during this reporting period 42 children  

are accommodated and extended the services of nutritious 

food, education, entertainments, harmless skill 

trainings and other amenities etc. In this eight 

students  are completed eighth standard  and going 

forward main stream.  

SPORTS DAY CELEBRATION:    

 During this reporting period  we have 

conducted the sports day at our RSTC - centre. The 

parents and the public and all other of our well 

wishers are participated in the celebration. All the 

sports are specifically conducted to the children 

according to their age and gender. All the w inner 

children are given pri zes and to motivate the children all the participant are given 

complementary memento prizes.  

YOGA CLASSES:                                                                                                                

 As a special programme we have implemented the simple yoga and meditation 

training classes to the children. It's special result yields that, the children are bring out 

from mental stress, anxiety, fearless on their future, loneliness etc., And build their 

mental, learning capacity, cohesiveness to each other, behavior change, social 

responsibility etc of qualities acquire d by the children through  yoga training. This  has 

been enhanced once in a month by specialized demonstrable expertise trainer  Ms.

 The RSTC - children are provided skill trainings during 

the times of quarterly, half yearly and annual lea ve days. The 

children are trained in paper cover, bags preparation, doll 

making, and other paper products preparation etc., this 

training to equip their skill with  confidence.

  Through by this programme our 

organization is liable to protect the children 

between 0 to 18 years from various abuses and 

rescue them from  distress, identify the missing, run  

away children, prevent from kidnapping , child 

marriage, harassment and violence against the 

children.  This programme has been enhanced by 

our organiz ation in ALANGUDI, PONNAMARAVATHI  

and THIRUMAYAM taluk s of Pudukkottai  district.
